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The parties to this action do hereby stipulate pursuant to Code of Civil Procedure Sections 630.01-630.10, and Rule of Court 3.1547 as follows: 

Mandatory Stipulation Provisions
1. The parties agree the court has jurisdiction to hear this matter as an expedited trial, based upon: 

a. This stipulation to proceed which is signed by and agreed to by all parties to this action CCP Sec. 630.03(a)] OR 
b. One of the litigants is self represented; OR 
c. One of the litigants is a minor or incompetent person for whom a conservator has been appointed. 
2. This matter is further than 30 days from the trial date. 
3. Each named party and any insurance carrier responsible for providing coverage or defense on behalf of that party, individually identified in the proposed consent order, have been informed of the rules and procedures for an expedited jury trial and provided with a Judicial Council information sheet regarding expedited jury trials, have agreed to take part in or, in the case of a responsible insurance carrier, not object to, the expedited jury trial process, and have agreed to all the specific provisions set forth in the consent order.    
4. The parties' stipulate and agree to all the following:    
a. That all parties waive all rights to appeal and to move for directed verdict or make any post-trial motions, except as provided in Sections 630.08 and 630.09.  

b. That each side shall have up to three hours in which to present its case. [may be modified by stipulation below if desired].

c. That the jury shall be composed of eight or fewer jurors with no alternates [may be modified by stipulation below if desired].

d. That each side shall be limited to three peremptory challenges, unless the court permits an additional challenge in cases with more than two sides as provided in Section 630.04.

e. That the trial and pretrial matters will proceed under subparagraphs 4(a) to (d), inclusive, and, unless the parties expressly agree otherwise in the proposed consent order.
5. The parties [have not entered into a high/low agreement regarding this case] OR [have entered into a high/low agreement concerning this case and the pertinent elements are as follows:]  

6. By this stipulation the parties agree to, and do knowingly waive, the right to appeal the determination of this jury and further waive all post-trial jury motions (e.g., directed verdict; set aside the verdict; inadequate or excessive damages) except as allowed under CCP § 630.09(c).
7. In addition to complying with the provisions of Code of Civil Procedure section 630.03(e) above, the parties stipulate to the following optional agreements under California Rules of Court 3.1547:
